Alastair Mclntyre, the creator of this largest Scottish site on the
web, has compiled a gift for anyone trying to look up anything involving the history of Scotland, the Scots
and Scots-Irish and also people & places of Scots descent around the world. On this site one can find
information about Highland Games, genealogy, Burns Dinners, Scottish toasts, Immortal Memories, clan
announcements, children's stories & games, like "Dress the Chief", many volume sets of Scottish history,
and a myriad other topics, including audio tributes, information about Highland settlements in the United

States, music (words & sheet music), clan & tartan searches, clan newsletters, humor, calendars of events
article services, postcard services, social networks with picture albums & group meetings, Celtic radio
programs, etc. Not only for adults, this site is a great resource for children doing homework about such
topics.
The site gets some 53% of its visitors from the USA, 18% from the UK and 9% from Canada with
the next most visiting countries being Australia, Germany, Ireland, New Zealand, France, Netherlands and
India. Alastair, a Canadian born in Glasgow, runs the site himself. It is hosted in Michigan and managed
by his Alastair's old time BBS friend, Steve May.

networking capabilities.
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
